WHEREAS, Bert Jenkins had three 40-win seasons, eighteen12

30-win seasons, and twenty-five 20-win seasons; and13

WHEREAS, Bert Jenkins was selected as the National High14

School Basketball Coach of the Year in 1989 by the National High15

School Coaches Association; and16

WHEREAS, Bert Jenkins is a superb teacher and he taught five17

classes of 11th grade English each day before going to the gym to18

coach basketball; and19

WHEREAS, Bert Jenkins has earned the admiration and respect20

of his coaching profession; and21

WHEREAS, Bert Jenkins was inducted into the Mississippi22

Association of Coaches Hall of Fame in 1981; and23

WHEREAS, Bert Jenkins is a decorated World War II veteran and24

was severely wounded during the famed "Battle of the Bulge,"25

losing a leg as a result of his injuries:26
