20  University Section of the National Association of Women Deans,
21  Administrators and Counselors, and is the nominee of the Jackson
22  Branch of the American Association of University Women for the
23  state "Women of Achievement" award; and
24 WHEREAS, she is an active member of College Hill Missionary
25  Baptist Church, is a Sunday School teacher, is a Bible teacher for
26  her Mission Circle and Vice-President of the General Mission; and
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WHEREAS, her advice to women is "Be the Best you can be, put
forth your best effort” and Bobbie credits her parents for
teaching her she could be anything she wanted to be; and
