WHEREAS, he was honored as the Southeastern Secondary Art22

Educator of the Year by the National Art Education Association and23

received the Spirit of Mississippi Award from WLBT Television in24

Jackson; and25

WHEREAS, his most recent work was to illustrate two26
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children's books written by Mississippi author Jo Prather; and27
