WHEREAS, Jack French was selected as the state Coach of the24

Year in 1993 by The Clarion-Ledger; and25

WHEREAS, Jack French is held in high regard by his coaching26

peers, as evidenced by his selection to serve as President of the27

Mississippi Association of Coaches in 1996-1997; and28

WHEREAS, Jack French's commitment to excellence and29

dedication to students have earned him the respect and admiration30

of students, faculty and parents in the Forest community; and31

WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Legislature to recognize the32

noteworthy accomplishment of Mississippians; and33
