HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 93

A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION COMMENDING MRS. EVA ROITHMAYR FOR HER
DEDICATED COMMUNITY SERVICES TO THE RESIDENTS OF MOSS POINT.

City Library, which started in 1991, Mrs. Roithmayr, with an
adamant love for teaching and community service, has taught
periodically between 1969 and 1991 at Our Lady of Victories High
School, West Elementary School and four local nurseries for
preschoolers; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Roithmayr, in addition to teaching in the
professional setting, has provided private lessons to adults,

served as interpreter for NOAA scientific meetings, and has
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provided legal and scientific translations to members of the local
community; and

WHEREAS, it is the policy of this Legislature to recognize
and commend outstanding individuals such as Mrs. Eva Roithmayr,
who has seen an increasing need to give back to her community by
teaching her native culture and language, which is becoming an
important aspect of the American culture:
