WHEREAS, Mrs. Woods, a member of the Clarksdale First15

Christian Church, served as minister of music for more than thirty16

years, while also leading the Christian Fellowship Organization17

and Christian Youth Fellowship; and18

WHEREAS, on December 15, 1951, Mrs. Woods married Theodore19

Henry Woods, Jr., and during their union of thirty-four years,20

eight children were born; and21

WHEREAS, a lifelong educator, Mrs. Woods taught in the22

classroom until her retirement in 1985 at Coahoma Agricultural23

High School after more than thirty years; and24

WHEREAS, widely known in Clarksdale as a community leader,25

Mrs. Woods helped found the Riley-Sycamore Neighborhood Watch26

Association, in addition to being a local and state member of the27
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Twenty-first Century Club, board member of Immaculate Conception28

School, volunteer at River Oaks Convalescent Home, and tapped as29

Mother of Year in 1989 by the National Association for the30

Advancement of Colored People; and31
