late Mr. and Mrs. Porter Shelby Lee, Mr. Lee lived the earlier9

portion of his life in Sondheimir, Louisiana, graduated from Lake10

Providence High School and attended Northeast College in Monroe11

and Louisiana Tech in Ruston; and12

WHEREAS, a real estate broker, political activist, pilot and13

self-employed businessman, Mr. Lee was previously employed by the14

United States Army Corps of Engineers; and15

WHEREAS, from 1964-1968, Mr. Lee served in the Mississippi16

House of Representatives as an independent candidate while he17

lived in Natchez; and18

WHEREAS, dedicated to serving the community, Mr. Lee was19

well-known for helping to strengthen the Republican Party's20

presence in Jackson County and Ocean Springs, Mississippi, serving21

as a Republican municipal chairman in Ocean Springs for 20 years22

and life member of the 1699 Historical Committee in Ocean Springs;23

WHEREAS, a former member of the Jackson County Republican25

Executive Committee, Mr. Lee served on the Mississippi State Oil26

and Gas Board, the Board of Directors and Deputy Director of Pat27
