"Fighting Irish" faced Union and cane out victorious 2-1, securing
their play for the State 1A Chanpi onshi p against the U chins of
East Uni on; and

"Fighting Irish" would fall to the Uchins in game two, 3-2, only
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to redeemthenselves in gane three, clinching the 1Atitle by a
resoundi ng 10-2 victory; and
