VWHEREAS, very active in technical theatre as well as acting
while at USM M. Sheffield was awarded the Louis Certler Award
for proficiency in technical theatre for two consecutive years,
and while still a student began SET (Sheffield Ensenble Theatre),
a children's theatre conpany, which grew to becone the nost
popul ar theatre for youth in Anerica; and

VWHEREAS, based in Biloxi and proudly carrying the nane of its
hone city to every one of its venues, SET produced plays and
nusicals for its hone theatre in the summers and in the sunmer of
1978, the conpany produced a season of plays, including the
nmusi cal, The Robber Bridegroom historical play, Biloxi and
Cl eavage, a nusical that experienced a short run on Broadway in
1980; and

VWHEREAS, after an unfortunate series of events left the
Loui siana World Fair Exposition in financial strain, SET, which
was a primary entertai nment contractor for the Expo, was forced to

noved to the West Coast in 1984 and tried his hand as a tel evision
screenwiter, which was a proven success as he continues to do so
sone 20 years | ater; and

produced or co-produced for such shows as In Living Color, Dolly
starring Dolly Parton, Don't Forget Your Toothbrush, The Emmy
Awar ds, The Edge, The Rosie and Buddy Show, Roundhouse, Super Bow
Saturday Night, The Beverly H llbillies, Straight Talk, It Takes a
Village and is currently working on Ruthless Debutantes, a pilot
