Panthers dethroned two-time defending 3A State Champion Holly18

Springs before an estimated crowd of 6,000 at the Mississippi19

Coliseum. Southern, a 5-foot-8 senior point guard, scored 1520

points as unranked Yazoo County (30-8) claimed its first state21

title and prevented Holly Springs (34-2) from becoming the first22

MHSAA boys team to three-peat since Durant did in Class 1A from23
