VWHEREAS, the M ssissippi Sports Hall of Fanme has unveiled its
Cl ass of 2006, which features Vic Purvis, star college quarterback
and radi o color commentator for the University of Southern
M ssi ssi ppi " Gol den Eagl es"” Football Team from Puckett and Morton,
M ssi ssi ppi; and

VWHEREAS, Vic Purvis earned 14 |letters in football,
basket bal |, baseball and track at Puckett and Morton Hi gh School s
and led his football teanms in high school to a record of 22-6-3.
He was MVP of the Capital Athletic Conference and played in the
1961 M ssissippi H gh School All-Star Football gane; and

WHEREAS, a three-year letternman as quarterback at the
University of Southern M ssissippi from1963 to 1965, he was
coached by M ssissippi Sports Hall of Fame nenber Thad "Pie" Vann
and led USMto a record of 18-8-1 during his college career. He
establ i shed nunerous rushing records at the school, had two
consecutive 200+ yard rushi ng perfornmances agai nst Menphis and
Ri chnond in 1965 whi ch made national headlines, paced USMin
passi ng and total offense for three strai ght seasons and fini shed
his college career with 1,738 yards passing, 1,497 yards rushing
and 10 touchdowns; and

VHEREAS, Vic was Honorable Mention Al -Anerican and Academni c
Al | - Anerican who was sel ected for USM student Hall of Fanme and

chosen M. USM and
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VWHEREAS, he pl ayed for the Boston Patriots of the AFL for two
seasons in 1966 and 1967 after signing wwth the club as a free
agent defensive back and kick returner. His teammates i ncl uded
NFL Hall of Fame LB N ck Buoniconti and M ssissippi Sports Hall of
Fame nmenber DL Eddi e Khayat; and

VWHEREAS, owner of Purvis Sales and Marketing, his
broadcasting career began in 1974 as col or commentator at USM for
"CGol den Eagl e" football and he has broadcast over 345 USM ganes;
and

WHEREAS, counting ganes as a player and broadcaster, Vic
Purvi s has been involved in 372 USM gridiron contests; and

VWHEREAS, he was honored with induction into the USM Athl etic
Hal | of Fame in his first year of eligibility in 1972; and

his community, his university and to the State of M ssissippi:
