Nanih Waiya and Heath Noe of Smithville were locked in a scoreless 18 

pitching duel.  Jones, the winner with six strong innings when the 19 
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Warriors took the series opener 14-2, was even better, allowing 20 

only one hit.  The victory came less than 24 hours after the 21 

Warriors lost a seventh inning lead when Smithville scored three 22 

unearned runs for a 4-2 win to even the series; and 23
