 WHEREAS, the Brandon High School "Lady Bulldogs" Soccer Team 5 

defeated Number 1 Northwest Rankin 1-0 on February 17, 2018, to 6 

win the Mississippi High School Activities Association (MHSAA) 7 

Girls Class 6A Soccer Championship; and 8 

 WHEREAS, just 17 minutes into the 6A Girls State Soccer 9 

Championship, Brandon winger Jocelyn Jones soared past defenders 10 

and into the open field.  She fired the ball through the 11 

goalkeeper's hands and into the net.  Brandon went up and 12 

Northwest Rankin never came back.  The 1-0 victory was the 13 

Bulldogs' first State Championship in six years and their second 14 

in program history; and 15

the Bulldogs.  When Coach Jeremy Shortt first arrived in 2015, he 17 

led the team to a 22-1 record.  Their lone loss came to Madison 18 

Central in the State Championship.  This year, with this team, he 19

lost a core group of seniors from the 2016-2017 squad, but Shortt 21 

said that losing that talent and experience made them work even 22
