Cameron McClinton found the back of the net and gave West 10 

Lauderdale an early 1-0 lead in the MHSAA Class 4A Boys Soccer 11 

State Championship Game on Saturday, February 9th, at Ridgeland 12 

High School, while opponent Richland tied the game in the 19th 13 

minute, sending the game into the half tied 1-1; and 14 

 WHEREAS, Gregory Anderson scored Richland's first goal in the 15 

19th minute off a penalty kick and his second with five minutes 16 

remaining on a breakaway.  Despite West Lauderdale pushing the 17 

ball up the field several more times, Richland's defense did its 18 
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part, along with Goalkeeper Lane Mims, with 30 saves, keeping the 19 

Knights from scoring, securing the 2-1 win; and 20 

 WHEREAS, Gregory Anderson's pair of goals captured the 21 

first-ever State Title in any sport in the school's history.  22 

Richland finished the season at 11-7-4.  Gregory Anderson was 23 

selected the Richland Soccer "Player of the Game"; and 24
