 A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE 1 
COLUMBIA HIGH SCHOOL "WILDCATS" FOOTBALL TEAM AND COACH CHIP 2 
BILDERBACK FOR WINNING THEIR FIRST MISSISSIPPI HIGH SCHOOL 3 
ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATION (MHSAA) CLASS 4A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP SINCE 4 
1982. 5 

 WHEREAS, on December 1, 2021, the Columbia High School 6 

"Wildcats" Football Team coached by Chip Bilderback won the MHSAA 7 

Class 4A State Championship at the USM M.M. Roberts Stadium in 8 

Hattiesburg by defeating Senatobia 22-21 in a thrilling match; and 9 

 WHEREAS, less than 30 seconds separated Jaheim Oatis from his 10 

ultimate goal at Columbia.  The Wildcats led Senatobia by a point 11 

in the MHSAA 4A State Championship Game and the Warriors lined up 12 

for a 20-yard potential game-winning field goal, which would 13 

decide if Columbia would win its first State Championship since 14 

1982.  "We knew we had to step up big time and stop that kick," 15 

said Oatis, a four-star Alabama defensive line commit.  The kick 16 

curved, spinning past the left upright and missed with 21 seconds 17 

remaining, and Columbia prevailed 22-21 at Southern Miss; and 18 
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 WHEREAS, the 6-foot-4, 370-pound Jaheim Oatis was selected as 19 

the 2021 MHSAA 4A Mr. Football Award Winner after recording 55 20 

tackles, 22 for loss and five sacks in the regular season.  Oatis 21 

headlined a Wildcats defense that ended the season on a 12-game 22 

winning streak and held opponents to nearly 10 points per game 23 

during that stretch.  The senior had two quarterback hurries, two 24 

tackles and a pass breakup in the Championship victory.  Columbia 25 

held Senatobia scoreless in the second half after giving up 21 26 

points in the first half; and 27
