HOUSE RESOLUTION NO. 182
1 A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE MCEVANS SCHOOL
2 WARRIORS BOYS BASKETBALL TEAM AND HEAD COACH ERIC HENRY FOR
3 WINNING THE MISSISSIPPI HIGH SCHOOL ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATION CLASS
4 1A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP.
5 WHEREAS, the McEvans School Warriors Basketball Team raced
6 past McAdams 67-48 to claim the Mississippi High School Activities
7 Association (MHSAA) Class 1A Boys State Championship on March 2,
8 2023, at the Mississippi Coliseum; and
9 WHEREAS, the Warriors finished the season with a 24-6 record,
10 and the championship was the school's fifth state title in school
11 history and its first since 2015, when the school was known as
12 Shaw; and
13 WHEREAS, during the championship game, McAdams Jjumped out to
14 a 9-3 lead to begin the game and eventually held a 16-6 lead at
15 the end of the quarter, but after that, it was all the Warriors,
16 as they implored the full-court press, which they had not used at
17 all during the off season, which caught McAdams off guard, but
18 forcing turnovers that led to easy baskets was something the
19 Warriors had done all year; and

quarter gave McEvans a 42-27 lead headed to the fourth; and
