 WHEREAS, unexpectedly on September 4, 2023, retired 5 

Mississippi State Trooper Michael Elaine "Mike" Griffin 6 

unexpectedly passed away after sustaining injuries from a selfless 7 

act of kindness assisting his fellowman during a vehicle accident 8 

in Batesville; and 9 

 WHEREAS, born July 13, 1961, in Ripley, he was the son of the 10 

late Sylvesta Elaine and Martha Criswell Griffin; and 11 

 WHEREAS, a 1979 graduate of Ripley High School, he continued 12 

his education at Northeast Mississippi Community College to become 13 

an electrician, but driven by his passion to serve, Mike changed 14 

courses and enlisted in the United States Marine Corp in 1980, and 15 

proudly served his country in the military as a Rifleman and 16 

Remote Sensor Specialist until 1986; and 17 

 WHEREAS, his spirit for adventure and service to his 18 

community led to his training and responsibilities as a 19 
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Mississippi State Trooper in 1987, and on June 2, 1990, Mike 20 

married his beloved wife, the former Edna Huddleston of Falkner; 21

 WHEREAS, after 34 years of proudly and faithfully serving the 23 

State of Mississippi, Mike retired and was assigned as a 24 

Government Affairs Liaison; and 25 

 WHEREAS, throughout each of his endeavors, he always strived 26 

to improve himself and contribute positively to the lives of his 27 

colleagues leading with exceptional friendliness and kindness 28 

which left a lasting impression on all who had the privilege to 29 

know him; and 30 

 WHEREAS, a faithful and active member of the Church of 31 

Christ, Mike served as an Elder and Deacon for many years and was 32 

also an active member of the Lion's Club; and 33 

 WHEREAS, he was also a passionate Ole Miss and Dallas Cowboy 34
