HOUSE RESOLUTION NO. 112

A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE WINONA HIGH
SCHOOL TIGERS FOOTBALL TEAM AND HEAD COACH JOEY TOMPKINS FOR
WINNING THE MISSISSIPPI HIGH SCHOOL ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATION CLASS
3A STATE FOOTBALL CHAMPIONSHIP, THEIR FIRST IN PROGRAM HISTORY.

WHEREAS, the Winona High School Football Team reigned supreme
at the 2023 Mississippi High School Activities Association (MHSAA)
Class 3A State Championship when they defeated Noxubee County High
School 34-27 to win their first football state championship in
program history; and

Ledger All State Small Class First Team, including T.J. Lockhart,
who was chosen because they helped Winona win its first MHSAA 3A
state title, and Tyler Lockhart, who was chosen because he
recorded 100 tackles, 11 sacks and 28 tackles for loss, leading
Winona on defense and its first MHSAA 3A state title, and Second
Team players included wide receiver Troylando Eden and linebacker
Fred Clark; and
