 A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE 1 
2024-2025 GRENADA HIGH SCHOOL CHARGERS FOOTBALL TEAM UPON WINNING 2 
THE MISSISSIPPI HIGH SCHOOL ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATION (MHSAA) 6A 3 
STATE CHAMPIONSHIP. 4 

 WHEREAS, the 2024-2025 Grenada High School Chargers Football 5 

Team reigned supreme at the Mississippi High School Activities 6 

Association (MHSAA) Class 6A State Championship, marking the first 7 

state championship title in program history; and 8 

 WHEREAS, on December 7, 2024, fans crowded The Rock at 9 

Southern Miss to watch the Chargers showcase their exemplary skill 10 

and determination on the field, and the team's remarkable 11 

performance did not disappoint as they clinched the championship 12 

title in a stunning 43-14 victory over the previously undefeated 13 

Hattiesburg Tigers; and 14 

 WHEREAS, though Hattiesburg scored an early 14-7 lead, 15 

Grenada's impenetrable defense kept their opponent from gaining 16 

ground, allowing only 82 yards in the final three quarters and 17 

holding the Tigers to just 205 yards of total offense and 99 yards 18 

passing; and 19 
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 WHEREAS, undeterred by the stacked boxes from Hattiesburg or 20 

the pressure on the line of scrimmage, senior running back MaCaleb 21 

Taylor earned the title of State Championship MVP with 211 rushing 22 

yards on 29 carries for four touchdowns, and he finished the 23 

season with more than 2,700 rushing yards and 40 touchdowns; and 24 

 WHEREAS, senior Jarques Perry, the heart and soul of 25 

Grenada's defensive line and MHSAA Class 6A Defensive Player of 26 

the Year, had 116 total tackles, including 31 tackles for loss, 27 

and 27 sacks with eight forced fumbles; and 28 

 WHEREAS, the Chargers' previous loss to the West Jones 29 

Mustangs in the 2023 title game lit a fire under the team, 30 

motivating them to train even harder and return to the 31 

championship better than before, and their hard work paid off in 32 

spades, making their comeback victory that much sweeter; and 33 

 WHEREAS, the team's ascent to the pinnacle of football 34 

excellence has been made manifest through the tenacious efforts of 35
