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education degrees and currently pursuing a master's degree in 20 

educational leadership, with a steadfast commitment to making a 21 

lasting impact in both the equine and educational communities; and 22 

 WHEREAS, as a member of the American Quarter Horse 23 

Association, Callie aspires to win an AQHA World Championship and 24 

tirelessly dedicates herself to mentoring and training the next 25 

generation of equestrians; and 26 

 WHEREAS, beyond her many achievements, Callie was honored 27 

with the Appearance Award at the Miss Rodeo America Pageant, in 28 

addition to receiving over $20,000 in educational scholarships and 29 

prizes, including a wardrobe of Wrangler apparel, Montana 30 

Silversmiths jewelry and Justin Boots; and 31 

 WHEREAS, the national pageant featured twenty-nine 32 

contestants from across the country competing in a rigorous 33 

selection process that included a horsemanship contest, a written 34 

test on equine science and rodeo knowledge, extensive interviews, 35 

extemporaneous speaking and a fashion show; and 36 

 WHEREAS, as Miss Rodeo America 2025, Callie will serve as the 37 

official representative of the Professional Rodeo Cowboys 38 

Association, traveling over 40,000 miles and making nearly 100 39 

appearances at rodeo performances, schools, civic groups and 40 

special events to educate the public about rodeo and its many 41
