 WHEREAS, after winning the national pageant, Miss Karns will 24 

now serve as the brand ambassador for The Salvation Army and St. 25 

Jude Children's Research Hospital; and  26 

 WHEREAS, with her work with The Salvation Army, Miss Karns 27 

has filmed PSAs and raised awareness on how citizens can "Do the 28 

Most Good" in their communities in partnership with The Salvation 29

 WHEREAS, in her volunteer role with St. Jude, Miss Karns has 31 

also raised thousands of dollars for St. Jude as a member of the 32

about advocating for shelter pet adoption, so she founded her 36
