WHEREAS, the Governor's Awards for Excellence in the Arts is7

a program coordinated by the Mississippi Arts Commission and8

hosted by Governor and Mrs. Ronnie Musgrove; and9

WHEREAS, organized in 1970, the Hattiesburg Arts Council10

embraced challenges of inclusiveness, creating a board of11

directors that reflected all socioeconomic levels and cultural12

backgrounds; and13

WHEREAS, in its first few years, the Hattiesburg Arts Council14

formed a successful partnership with the Hattiesburg Public15

Schools, creating beneficial programs for specific groups of16

children dealing with subjects such as drug education, anger17

management and environmental issues; and18

WHEREAS, the Hattiesburg Arts Council, recognizing the19

importance of taking arts to the people, has worked with the20

Hattiesburg Public Housing Authority, neighborhood churches,21

community centers and residents of all ages to provide workshops,22

concerts and theater performances; and23

WHEREAS, throughout its 29 year presence in Hattiesburg, the24

Arts Council has made outstanding contributions to the development25

of the greater Hattiesburg area by using the arts to address the26
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community's common needs; and27

WHEREAS, the Hattiesburg Arts Council has a specific goal to28

complete an artistic vision for Hattiesburg that includes public29

art and will receive a National Endowment for the Arts grant for30

cultural assessment:31
