VWHEREAS, the newly ordai ned Fat her Hannon began his mnistry
traveling across the Atlantic to his new country where his first
assignment was as the Associate Pastor at Nativity B.V.M in
Biloxi, Mssissippi. A year later, he was transferred to Qur Lady
of Victories Parish in Pascagoula, M ssissippi. During the period
from 1947 to 1950, he attended the Catholic University of Anerica
in Washi ngton, D.C., receiving his doctorate in Cannon Law and for
the next 12 years, he served in the Chancery Ofice for the
Di ocese of Natchez-Jackson where he was appoi nted Def easor
Vinculi. There he assuned the duties of Chancellor of the Diocese
under Bi shop Richard Gerow and | ater, Bishop Joseph Brunini. He

al so served as Diocesan Director of the Society of the Propagation
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of the Faith, the Legion of Decency and Friends of the Catholic
University of Anerica; and

VWHEREAS, the Holy See naned Fat her Hannon as a Papal
Chanberlain in 1954. He was naned Donestic Prelate wth the title
of Right Reverend Monsignor by Apostolic Brief in August 1957. In
1962, he was assigned as Pastor at Qur Lady of the Gulf in Bay St.
Louis, Mssissippi, until 1969. During the years between 1969 and
1980, Monsi gnor Hannon served as Pastor to the parishioners of Qur
Lady of Victories in Pascagoula, Mssissippi. |In 1980, he was
appoi nted Pastor at St. Al phonsus in Ocean Springs where he
remai ned until his retirenent on June 2, 1989; and

VWHEREAS, during his retirenent, Mnsignor Hannon has devoted
much time to the Marriage Tribunal of the Diocese of Biloxi,
celebrating daily masses at the Villa Maria Retirenent Honme in
Ccean Springs, assisting with masses at St. Thomas in Long Beach,
Chapl ai n of the Knights of Colunbus Council 5654, and serving as
President of the St. Vincent de Paul Pharmacy Board of Directors;

WHEREAS, he still finds tine for his woodwor ki ng hobby which
began while serving as Pastor of OLV. He built the St. Janes
Chapel at St. Al phonsus, as well as the altar and tabernacle and
the chairs and choir benches for the main altar. He began
Per petual Adoration at St. Al phonsus. The Lord is My Help has
been the recipient of his admnistrative skills as well as his
expertise in cabinetry. Habitat for Humanity has al so benefited
fromthe talents and skills of Monsignor Hannon's woodwor ki ng. He
is well known for distributing all the toys he makes to needy
children at Christmas; and

VWHEREAS, Mbonsi gnor Hannon has been recogni zed for his
charitable and loving gifts to the comunity w th nunerous
rewards, including Qutstanding M ssissippi Knight of Col unbus,
